They are local, international, four
friends, two couples. They have embarked on this creative journey creating in this
collective format for the first time.

Robert Hemming works in staged dance work, puppetry, dance film, street theatre and
community arts as a performer and creator. He received Arts Council England grants for
his work as an inclusive lead artist for Tom N Rob as well his individual research into
digital processes. His film Happy Okay Mate was previously featured in Short is Beautiful.

Lisa-Sofia Ziemann works as a freelance artist and teacher. She holds an MA in dance
and a qualification in Performing Arts Production. As a dancer, Lisa worked for Company
Chamelon, Creature Encounter, ThickSkin and Mercurial Dance. She founded Leicester
ProDance Initiative with funding by Arts Council England and currently co-runs a

community art group for those that use mental health services.

Yuki Chung is an international dance artist who lives in Dickens Heath with her partner
Kieran. As choreographer in 2023 and 2024, Yuki created work internationally on
commission in Spain, Hong Kong, Austriq, Ireland, Italy and the UK which has been
performed in the UK, Europe and Asia. Yuki is also an established performer touring with
established dance companies such as Autin Dance Theatre and the Scottish Opera.

Kieran Covell is a dance artist who trained at BOA in Birmingham and holds an MA from
Trinity Laban Conservatoire for Music and Dance. Kieran works as a dancer and
puppeteer with credits including Creature Encounter, Sterran Dance Company and
Flexus Dance Collective. Kieran recently co-created a duet in a residency at Shawlbrook
Residential in Ireland where he lead on tech for Yuki's latest work.
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
